Props

Shovels, telephone, telephone table, monopoly money

Narrator
Once upon a time there was a man called Bob, and he had two sons: Nick and Ben.


Bob and his family were farmers. The work was hard and tiring. But they were happy.


[Work – look tired – smile]

Bob had a lot of money put away safely for his sons, which they were welcome to whenever they wanted it.


Nick decided to leave it for now.
Nick
I’ll leave it for now thanks, dad

Narrator
But Ben had other ideas

Ben
Right, where’s the cash?

Narrator
So Bob gave his youngest son the money.

[Bob hands over monopoly money]


Ben thanked his father ….

Ben
Cheers

Narrator
… and then left in dramatic fashion


[Ben exits – Nick works – Bob sits by phone]

Ben headed for the big city to spend his money, while Nick had to do twice as much work to make up for him. Bob just sat by the phone hoping to hear from Ben. He waited and waited and waited until eventually, one day the phone rang

Bob
[Picks up phone] Hello? 


[Pauses… and calls to Nick] It’s Ben … He’s bought a new car

Narrator
The phone rang again the next day

Bob
[Picks up phone] Hello?


[Pauses… and calls to Nick] It’s Ben … He’s written off the car

Narrator
Then it looked like Ben’s fortunes might change. He bought 10,000 lottery tickets – but not for long…
Bob
[On phone] You only won £20?

Narrator
Eventually Ben was broke. There was nothing else for it but to go home and hope his father would take him back.
Ben
Hello dad

Narrator
Ben knew what he was going to say. He knew his dad wouldn’t be happy, and would probably say something like ‘How dare you come back in here after what you’ve done?’


But instead Bob said…
Bob
Welcome home, son! My son’s been away, but now he’s back! We must organise a party! Invite everyone round. Ben’s home!
